Melody is located in Huerfano County, Colorado. It lies along the front range of the 
Rockies and a well-known cattle trail.  La Veta pass takes west bound travelers to the San Luis 
Valley.  Melody is well situated to take advantage of both silver and ghost rock mining and the 
outfits driving herd north to Denver. A spur of the Denver-Pacific serves Melody. 
 

Our fair city was originally the summer camp of the Hata Indians. As White and Mexican 
settlers moved into the Huerfano County, conflicts between the Hata and the newcomers arose. 
Eventually the Hata were relocated to a reservation on their traditional winter camp in New 
Mexico.  
 

The first white settlers to the area heard the gurgling of the streams near Melody and 
stated that, "The Lord has signified this place with a blessed melody."

Red Boot (Belinda) 
12. Slaughter & Sons Photography  — Jack Slaughter: in debt to Boot, gambling 
13. Main Street Hotel  — mid price, somewhat rowdy John Bickerstaff 
14. Second Chance Saloon  — Nicest saloon in town; Joseph Firebrand: half-Indian 

knife-fighting gambler [Huckster if Deadlands] 
15. Undertaker  — Silas Hartley: Field surgeon in the War, badly burned face, scary 

but gentle 
16. Palace Hotel  — High price Charles Meade: addicted to laudanum 
17. Melody Freight  — stage and rail shipping Gus Reilly 
18. Blacksmith  — Clem Sparrow: Very smart, short 
19. General Store  — Zachariah Dolan “Zee”: used to partner with Jesse Applegate 
20. Silverlode Saloon — Dave Harwell 
21. Dr. Office  — front of house Malachi Livingood: Thinks Dr. Bowman is a quack
